declarative – ends with a period; gives a statement or information

imperative – ends with a period; has no subject; gives a command

interrogative – ends with a question mark; asks something

exclamatory – ends with an exclamation mark; shows a strong feeling
subject:
tells what or whom the sentence is about

predicate:
tells what the subject does or is

pronoun:
takes the place of one or more nouns

contractions:
the shortened form of two words

remember the difference between it’s/its, you’re/your, they’re/their

relative pronouns:
who/that/which

who goes with people

that/which goes with an animal/place/thing

changing sentences to yes/no questions:
do/does go with action verbs

He eats too much snack.


Does he eat too much snack?

switch the subject and verb for others
He is a teacher.



Is he a teacher?
wh- word questions:

who, what, when, where, why, how

don’t start an answer with “because”
count/noncount nouns:
memorize them

know how to write a sentence with them using a lot/some/a few/a little
must/have to/don’t have to/mustn’t:

must = do it

have to = do it

don’t have to = not necessary

mustn’t = don’t do it

past continuous + when:
subject + was/were + verb”ing”

use it when two things happened in the past, and one thing interrupted the other thing

I was teaching the class when a student spoke Korean.
present perfect:

subject + have/has + past participle

use it when you are talking about something that happened in the past but the time is not important

I have been to Mars.
past perfect:
subject + had + past participle

use it when you are talking about two things that happened in the past and one thing happened before the other

I had learned to speak Chinese before I came to China.

past participles:

memorize the ones from the book p116
