4th Grade Spring Semester Grammar Final Exam Study Guide
These are the things you need to study for your grammar final:

nouns: common, proper, plural, possessive

A noun is a word that names a person, animal, place, or thing.  Proper nouns begin with a capital letter and name a specific person, animal, place, or thing.  Nouns that name any person, place, animal, or thing are common nouns.

To make a plural noun, add an –s to the end.  If the word ends in s, ch, sh, or x, ad –es. If the noun ends in a –y, change the y to I and ad –es.  If the noun ends in an –f or –fe, change the f to a v and add –es.  Some nouns have irregular plurals that you will just have to memorize.

A possessive noun gets an ‘s added to the end if it is plural and ends in –s.  If it is plural and already ends in –s, just add an ‘ after the –s.

adjectives: comparative, superlative

Use comparative adjectives to compare two nouns.  Use the word “than” after a comparative adjective and another noun.  Add –er to an adjective that has one syllable.  If it has more than one syllable, add the word “more” before the adjective.  And if the adjective ends in a –y, change the –y to an i and add –er.
ex. I am smarter than you.

     She is more beautiful than me.

     She is prettier than her.

Use superlative adjectives to compare three or more nouns.  Use the word “the” before the superlative adjective.  Add –est to an adjective that has one syllable.  If it has more than one syllable, add the word “most” before the adjective.  And if the adjective ends in a –y, change the –y to an i and add –est.

I am the smartest.

She is the most beautiful.

She is the prettiest.

articles: a, an, the, some
“A” or “an” go before a singular noun that is new or not specific.  “An” goes before a noun that begins with a vowel sound.  “A” goes before a singular noun with a consonant sound. 
There is a dog outside.

I found an egg in the bird’s nest.

“The” goes before a specific singular or plural noun.  “Some” only goes before a plural noun and is not specific.

The test we took last week was too easy.

There are some dogs outside, but I’ve never seen them before.

adjectives: few, many, several

tenses: simple past, present simple, present continuous tense, future tense (going to)
Know how to write all the tenses.

   I ate breakfast.





simple past

   I eat breakfast. He eats breakfast.



present simple

   I am eating breakfast.




present continuous

   I am going to eat breakfast.




future tense (going to)

negative verbs
   I did not eat breakfast.




negative simple past
   I do not eat breakfast.  He does not eat breakfast.

negative present simple

   I am not eating breakfast.




negative present continuous
   I am not going to eat breakfast.



negative future tense (going to)

yes/no questions
   Did you eat breakfast?




simple past yes/no question

   Do you eat breakfast?




present simple yes/no question

   Are you eating breakfast?




present continuous yes/no question
   Are you going to eat breakfast?



future tense (going to) yes/no question

adverbs/adjectives
Adverbs help a verb.  They usually end in –ly.  If the word ends in a –y, change it to an i and add –ly.

   She quickly finished her grammar test.

   He took his grammar test happily.
Many adverbs go at the end of the sentence or before the verb.
prepositions of place: behind, beside, next to, in front of, near, on, between, under, over, in
   The dog is behind the door.  I sit beside the TV.  The TV is next to me.  I am standing in front of the mirror. 
prepositions: in, at, on
“In” goes with months, years, periods of time, morning.

    My birthday is in October.

“At” goes with precise times, breakfast, lunch, dinner, night.

    I woke up at 4:30 in the morning.

“On” goes with days and dates.
   My birthday is on October 23rd.
numbers
Remember how to spel all of the words: forty, thirteen, twenty, fifty, thousand, …  Put a hyphen (-) in between the tens and ones place when writing out the words.
